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RESUMO

No contexto latino-americano o conceito de cidadania se configurou, ao longo da nossa
historia, de uma forma vaga e imprecisa, servindo, sobretudo, aos interesses de uma minoria
hegemadnica, sobretudo de matriz europeia, que disputa a legitimacdo de seu modelo de
mundo. Nos dias atuais, o direito humano a educacao, uma das esferas da cidadania, desponta
como um dos mais legitimos e demandados por diferentes setores da sociedade, em especial, a
infancia e a juventude. Contudo, a efetivacdo de tal direito ainda € um grande desafio,
considerando, sobretudo, que a construcgdo da cidadania depende de uma cultura baseada nos
direitos sociais e politicos e que, portanto, requer profundas transformaces na sociedade
capazes de fomentar a criacdo de esferas publicas e democraticas, como importantes
instancias de mediacao na relacdo com o Estado, principalmente em se tratando de
juventudes. Em nosso entender, portanto, é seminal a emergéncia de uma nova ordem
educacional, porque social, qualitativamente oposta a que fomos conformados, por meio de
uma educacéo que contribua de forma efetiva e consciente no processo de transformagéo do
social, no intuito de frear os “sélidos” ideais do capital a que fora submetida desde muito.
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ABSTRACT

In the Latin American context the concept of citizenship is configured, throughout our history,
a vague and imprecise, serving mainly the interests of a hegemonic minority, mainly of
European matrix, which dispute the legitimacy of his model of the world. Nowadays, the
human right to education, one of the spheres of citizenship, emerges as one of the most
legitimate and demanded by different sectors of society, in particular children and youth.
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However, the realization of this right is still a major challenge, considering in particular that
the construction of citizenship depends on a culture based on social and political rights and
therefore requires profound changes in society that will encourage the creation of public
spheres and democratic, as important instances of mediation in relation to the State, especially
when it comes to youth. In our view, therefore, is the seminal emergence of a new educational
order because social qualitatively opposite that were formed through an education that
contributes effectively and consciously in the social transformation process in order to curb
"solid" ideals of the capital that had been submitted since much.
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
