FACULTAD LATINOAMERICANA DE CIENCIAS SOCIALES (FLACSO)

The Latin American School of Social Sciences is an international organization that emerged in 1956 at the General Conference

of UNESCO. Its original intention was to support the Latin American countries in the creation of a social sciences entity that
generates a space of reflection, until then non-existent, from which the development of Latin American societies was supposed
to be promoted. In 1957, the Rio de Janeiro Agreement was signed for the creation of FLACSO, initially convened by the
governments of Chile and Brazil, to which a total of 18 countries in Latin America and the Caribbean have subsequently adhered.
The coordination of the operation of each branch is under the responsibility of the General Secretariat, which has been based

in Costa Rica since 1979. The FLACSO International System has 15 Academic Units (seven headquarters, six programs and two
projects).

The FLACSO Ecuador headquarters was established in 1974, through an agreement between the Ecuadorian State and the
international FLACSO system. The institution is part of the Ecuadorian university system and is recognized by the Higher
Education Law in 2000. The Headquarters enjoys administrative and financial autonomy in accordance with its constitutive
agreement.

FLACSO Ecuador builds and disseminates knowledge in the field of social sciences and humanities through teaching and critical
and creative research. Its principles are pluralism and academic autonomy in the search to contribute to the development of the
diverse approaches of Latin American and Andean thought, and to promote justice, equity and social inclusion.

La Facultad Latinoamericana de Ciencias Sociales es un organismo internacional que surge en 1956 en la Conferencia General

de la UNESCO. Su intencion original fue apoyar a los paises de América Latina en la creacién de una entidad de ciencias sociales
que genere un espacio de reflexidn, hasta entonces inexistente, desde la cual se impulse el desarrollo de nuestras sociedades.

En 1957 se celebré el Acuerdo de Rio de Janeiro para la creacién de la FLACSO, convocado en un principio por los gobiernos de
Chile y Brasil, al que posteriormente se han adherido un total de 18 paises de América Latina y el Caribe. La coordinacién del
funcionamiento de la Facultad, esta bajo la responsabilidad de la Secretaria General, la cual tiene sede en Costa Rica desde 1979.
El Sistema Internacional FLACSO cuenta con 15 Unidades Académicas (siete sedes, seis programas y dos proyectos).

La Sede de FLACSO en Ecuador fue establecida en 1974, mediante un acuerdo entre el Estado ecuatoriano y el sistema
internacional de FLACSO. La institucion forma parte del sistema universitario ecuatoriano y fue reconocida por la Ley de
Educacion Superior en el afio 2000. La Sede tiene autonomia administrativa y financiera en concordancia con su acuerdo
constitutivo.

FLACSO Ecuador construye y difunde conocimientos y saberes en el campo de las ciencias sociales y las humanidades a través

de la docencia y la investigacion critica y creativa. Sus principios son el pluralismo y la autonomia académica en la busqueda de
contribuir al desarrollo de las diversas corrientes del pensamiento latinoamericano y andino, y de promover la justicia, la equidad
y la inclusién social.
